Some outcomes of interest to
members are:

1. WCC has joined the Western Australian Photo-

graphic Judges Association (WAPJA) which will
give us access to a list of photographers and art-
ists who are known by the WAPJA to have either
been photographic judges for many years, or who
are in the training or development stages of im-
proving their judging capabilities.

2. Exhibition subjects for the remainder of 2017
have been selected and will be available on our
website shortly.

3. As approved at the AGM, the Image of the Year
awards will be replaced by three new awards,
Photographer of the year, Photo Printer of the
year and Mono Photographer of the year. Points
towards these awards will be allocated on the ba-
sis of Acceptance (1), Bronze (3), Silver (5) and
Gold (8) at our monthly exhibitions. Print-West will
also attract points 7 entry (1), selected (5) and
finalist (8).

4. In order to encourage novice photographers to
enter our monthly exhibitions there will also be an
award for Exhibitor of the Year, based on the
number of entries submitted to exhibitions.

5. An application is being prepared for a City of Can-
ning Community Equipment Grant to upgrade our
PA system.

Bell by 31 March, 2017.

Entries for the Print-West/Interclub competition must be
uploaded to galleries by 15 March. While not everyone
has the time to undertake a specific role in WCC, you
can all enter your best images into the Print-West com-
petition for the benefit of our club. WCC has done well in
this event in the past. We have a reputation for photo-
graphic excellence which attracts new members to the
club and can also win cash prizes which can offset the
cost of preparing entries.

Five minutes with ...

GARY LOUTH

Cameras and computers
have been my abiding inter-
ests since | was 16. | saved
up for an Olympus OM10,
gradually moving on to an
OM-2 as my understanding
grew. Birthdays, trips away
and parties were all docu-
mented with candid snaps.

While living in the north of WA there was plenty of op-
portunity for capturing the beauty of the landscape, es-
pecially in the Wet. During this time | also dabbled in the

Kodachrome process in the darkroom, although our air-
conditioning was primitive and the chemical baths so
hot, that processing time was measured in seconds and
the outcome was inevitably very contrasty.

It was only a relative few years ago, that | purchased a
digital camera and experienced the freedom of instant
review of an image, being able to re-take or delete if |
wanted to! No more waiting days or weeks for slides to
come back only to find that a camera setting had caused
the entire roll to be over-exposed. | have not taken an-
other film image since.

| went through a couple of digital
cameras, trying to get back to the
level of resolution and colour satu-
ration that film supplied, finally
going with a Nikon D810. My
promise to myself was that spend-
ing that sort of money should not
be wasted, that | must join a club
to gain more knowledge and learn
how to properly use the new toy.

Hence WCC, even though it was not the closest club, it
offered a large group, weekly meetings and diverse
topics. | have been a regular since late 2015.

My greatest enjoyment has always come from visiting
new places, finding stunning scenery and great light.
Lately, | have tried macro, studio setups, post-
processing with Lightroom and Photoshop, even pic-
tures with people!

The judges, speakers and members have taught me
many new skills and honed my photographic eye to at
least be able to identify what makes a good image. |
can easily take away at least one good tip or hint from
every meeting, but more importantly, | am amongst like-
minded people that | can relate to. | can completely
understand when | hear some members say they had
such a bad day at work, that they had to go out and
take some photos! | think we all feel the creative urge,
and the club gives us the tools, incentive and encour-
agement to further our goals.
